In Jesus Name Charities continues as an ongoing miracle of sharing and God’s love and provision to those who come for help.   These are our core principles:
Develop relationships with our poorer neighbors so that we can understand their real needs in the midst of their lifelong struggle in poverty.

Meet needs in a spirit of love, mercy and compassion so that for both the giver and receiver they may see the face of God

In Jesus Name Charities has been structured according to several key scriptural passages

“When you have done it unto the least of these you’ve done it unto me” - Matthew 25:
Seek the most vulnerable in our community

“Blessed are the poor in spirit for theirs is the Kingdom of God” Matthew 5
‘Taking nothing for the journey ‘as in the sending of the disciples in Luke 10 we seek to

share the same vulnerability and insecurity of the poor in order to better demonstrate the nearness of the Kingdom of God and its reality by embarking on this mission and so 

“Let us not love in word only but in deed and in truth “ 1 John 5  As spiritual witness
the activities take place on church premises enabling the members of the religious communities to serve their poorer neighbors it is important that so that those receiving attribute it to spiritual motive

“When you give alms do not blow a trumpet in the marketplace”... Matthew 6
“When you give alms do let your right hand know what your left hand is doing”

Do acts of charity in hiddenness to protect both the spiritual value of the donors’ compassion and also to protect the dignity of the poor who should not feel on display when they receive charity.

 “Do not worry about what you should eat or what you should wear. Your heavenly Father knows you have need of these things. Seek first the Kingdom of Heaven...” Matthew 6
We are to demonstrate that God’s miraculous faithfulness to the poor. We are to be Manna in the wilderness for those in the lifelong struggle of poverty. So we follow the principle of awaiting God’s  provision like Manna  taking what is given and distributing to those in need quickly .  These gifts serve both as discernment and direction for activities undertaken.  There is no projected budget and no overhead to sustain.  Using the Manna story as a guide do not gather more than can be responsibly distributed with the volunteer labor at hand.

Every aspect of In Jesus Name operational needs must remain structured with no ongoing overhead commitments except those that can be maintained month to month. There are to be no salaries -service to the poor is a free will gift offered to God.. This policy extends even to the director/founder who should receive no fixed salary -who must also await in trust her provision in the form of an indefinite insecure  stipend raised separately from among friends and family who wish to support her fulltime availability to serve the poor.
